9 Levels:

Pre/K – 

During the school year – class is on Saturday (in addition to their weekday class), class is an hour.  During the summer, use pre/k times and attend stated camps.  These camps are twice a week – and are 30 minutes of dance and 30 minutes of gym.
School year fee is $88 a month / Summer fee is $150 for June - August
Beginning, Advanced Beginning, Intermediate 1, Intermediate 2, 

Advanced Intermediate, Advanced 1, Advanced 2, Elite

During the school year this is a two hour class on Saturday.  The first hour consist of technique / pointe and the second hour consist of routines – unless we are close to a show, then the schedule may be altered. Be sure to refer to the calendar on our website for alterations and show dates, times and details.

During the summer this team runs twice a week during the week (Monday – Thursday) with weekends off for the summer. The only thing company is involved in on summer weekends is performances.  These would be listed on our calendar on our website.
School year fee is $88 a month / Summer fee is $225 (If paid before May 1st $210, if paid after June 10th, $240)
Qualifications:

· Students must be registered in a weekday class of tap/ballet/jazz or tap/lyrical/jazz

· Anyone can join.  Students join at the beginning level and pass skills to progress in levels and set goals.

· Students take all year around
· Class attire for pre/k - black leotard / white or pink tights and shoes mentioned below.  For 2 hour company members - black leotard / pink tights and shoes mentioned below.
Equipment needed, purchased thru the studio please so everyone matches:

· Warm up (Please keep in mind this is a 4 – 6 week order)
· For stadium and outdoor performances students use a neck leotard

· For stage presentations students wear a strap leotard (and may also use the neck, depending on the routine and performance).

· Other equipment worn with the leotards:  shorts, studio tutu’s (for girls who are not yet on pointe (age 10) – no purchase for this), professional tutu’s (for all girls who are on pointe)  This equipment is ordered as needed.
· Shoes used for 2 hour members Beginning - Elite:  tan jazz, lyrical shoes (those who are in Beginning Level 2 hour company and above), tan taps for all 2 hour company members (advanced dancers – split sole tan taps), those over 10 will have pointe shoes when developmentally ready, Pre/k Company:  will wear white tap shoes and ballet shoes on stage (so times they would also be performing their weekday pre/k routines which includes the fair, taste of Dubuque) – however tan tights and tan jazz at all Exhibition Events such as Jam the Gym, Rock the Rafters, Senior Spring Show…..

Attendance:

· This is a year around event, students are allowed to take a break if needed, however they are mandated back to the beginning level and must be tested and pass the skills needed to progress in levels.

· If a students misses a class, we understand – but your must send written notification via email

· If a students is going to miss a performance please rsvp at least a week before, unless it is due to a sickness or severe illness in family.
· While everyone has always tried to make as many classes and performances as possible, if there is ever any disrespect in this area; ie - no call, no show …. It will directly affect their level.
· Please know that all company members are welcome to classes below their level free of charge.  So, if they miss, or want to work on skills – all classes below their level are automatically open to them.
